Main Responsibilities 
Examples of the type of equipment include heating and boiler plant controls including building management systems, air conditioning and ventilation systems and fire alarm systems. 

You and the team will be responsible for maintenance and repairs as issued by the Electrical Supervisor, which will include:  
· Emergency light testing and any repairs identified from the testing 
· Repairs and maintenance to internal and external lighting installations 
· Repairs to domestic cookers 
· Fault finding on single phase power circuits 
· Maintenance and fault finding on three phase heating and ventilations with inverter drives 
· PAT testing 
· Installation of temporary single and three phase supplies to exhibitions and student events 
· Repairs and maintenance in a modern boiler house 
· Basic fault finding on modern fire alarm systems 
· Carry out minor works installations 
· Other duties & responsibilities appropriate to the post may be required by the Manager of Workshop Services.
